Johann Cruyff Football Court
The online site options survey closed on 7th August with 49 responses being received.  These will be added to the responses received at the open session on 30th June and the feedback from young people who participated in the Denis Law Sessions at Kincorth.

Jade Leyden, ACC Committee Development Manager will collate the data and come back to the Committee.  We await her feedback.  Action: Jade/Secretary

Christmas Party and New Lights
A WhatsApp Group has been set up with those members who wish to be involved in decision making for the Christmas Event.  We hope to meet soon to make a plan going forward.  Action: Secretary

Deevale Greenspace Project (area behind flats on Deevale Gardens, Cairnvale Place, Cairngorm Drive and Faulds Gate)
The polytunnel is up and running with some tomatoes, peppers, chillis and a fruit bush which survived the last storm.  We have one new gardener and have lots of crops growing well with some super-sized cabbages and pumpkins and it looks as if we are set to have the gardens first corn crop.

The new gabion seat is under construction, and the hopscotch slabs have been painted.  We have two more pallet compost bins made and we have a shiny new bright pink wheelbarrow.  We are now focused on a tidy up ready for our 2nd birthday party on Tuesday 26th August at 5.30pm.  Everyone is welcome.

Gardner Greenspace Project (community space near Gardner Crescent/Road)
Residents reported that their cellar space is undergoing repairs and that they hope to make better use of their space soon.

If you live in the Gardner area and have a cellar space that you would like to make better us of, please contact your housing officer.  Housing Officers are available at the Community Centre every Thursday.

KLCC Survey
The Community Consultation: Analysis Summary Report has been completed and distributed.  The Report is on Facebook and our Web site under the heading “Community Survey”: https://klcommunitycouncil.org.uk/community-survey/ 

We are planning an “Open Space Event” for all residents to be involved to discuss the report findings and the way forward.

The Committee are now trying to source funding for the purchase of a standalone Notice Board and have applied for planning permission to erect one close to the Kincorth Shops.  Action: Secretary

NESCAN Fund LEAF Fund (Gramps Gorse removal) – The area for removal of the gorse has been identified and a Contractor sourced to complete the work.  Just waiting on a date for the work to be started.  Action: Ivan/Secretary

New Housing Developer Obligations
ACC have said that all new housing developments have to provide additional play amenities as part of planning permission.  The type of play provision is dependent on the size of the development, which takes into account the increase in residents, including children.

The Committee have decided to investigate this matter further and have asked Cllr Thomson to find out the closing date for application of any funds which may be available.  Action: Cllr Thomson

In the meantime, members have compiled a wish list of issues from the Residents Survey which could be the initial way forward when applying for any funding available.

Kincorth Play Parks
From the KLCC Survey, residents felt there were not enough facilities for children of all ages to keep them entertained.  KLCC have started to look at the play areas in Kincorth and requested feedback from ACC on current play park facilities.

Here is the response received from ACC:-

There are five play areas in Kincorth they consist of:-
2 LAPs (Local Areas for Play) in Deevale Crescent and Kincorth Land
2 LEAPs, (Local Equipment Areas for Play) in Corthan Crescent and Kincorth Circle 
1 NEAP. (Neighbourhood Equipped Area for Play) in Matthews Road.

ACC say all play areas have had either, equipment, surfacing, or infrastructure upgraded in recent years and as a result, each play area meets its criteria and also scored high in the condition and suitability assessment for their LAP, LEAP, and NEAP designation. (see below).

Site Name - Average Total Score Value Designation
Corthan Crescent - 34 (LEAP)
Deevale Crescent - 18 (LAP)
Kincorth Circle - 40 (LEAP)
Kincorth Land - 28 (LAP)
Matthews Road - 41 (NEAP)

ACC also say that as part of their annual maintenance programme, an independent inspection is undertaken.  This provides the council with information on the condition, suitability, and risk of each item of equipment and infrastructure within each play area.  This information is used to identify equipment in need of replacement, inspection and maintenance, or monitoring and play areas in need of refurbishment in the future.

ACC say that they continually review their play parks to ensure reasonable provision across the city and that there is no plans to upgrade any of the existing five play areas on Kincorth, as each play area is providing a high standard of play value for local children.

The Committee have decided to visit all 5 play parks and report their findings back to ACC. Adult Cycling Sessions
KLCC received an email from the Community Cycling Team at Sport Aberdeen.  They have a project to help people throughout the city learn to cycle and get cycling more regularly as part of an active lifestyle. To do this they run various types of sessions, including Learn to Ride lessons - which cover the basics of cycling and road safety, and Led Rides - where they take groups out with instructors on short rides around different parts of the city.

Tree Stumps
Members asked our Councillors at the July Meeting if anything could be done with the sumps left after trees have been taken down and could they be turned into seating or possibly painted to make them a feature.

Four tree stumps have been identified that could be developed into planters as the centres are hollow and one of our members has spoken to an ACC Arborist who is keen to view them to see what can be done.  Action: Member feedback

Tree Planting
A point of interest was raised to Councillors about the type of trees they are currently planting in the area, will they be effective in 40 years’ time in view of the increasing climate changes?

Barking Dogs
Residents in Cairnvale Terrace have raised concerns over the noise from barking dogs.  This has been highlighted to the ACC Dog Warden and Housing but the issue has not been resolved.  Action: Cllr Thomson to investigate

Temporary Crossing
Members asked why the Provost Watt Drive to Gt Southern Road temporary crossing was first put in place and why has this now been removed as it was beneficial for residents and they want it back!   Action: Cllr Thomson to investigate

North Pier
For interest a member stated that the Port of Aberdeen’s historic North Pier is now open to the public from April to September from 7.30am – 7pm, subject to change depending on weather conditions.

The Committee received notification from Astrid that she could no longer be a member of the KLCC.  We are sorry to see her go and wish Astrid all the very best and thank her for all her support.
