Members discussed the flags on Provost Watt Drive and Cllr Brooks informed the Committee that the Police had not received any reports about the flags but that the Council have promised to take action with regards to removing them.

Johann Cruyff Football Court
Kincorth Football Club and Kincorth Emirates youth, both sent thank you messages to KLCC for their support.  The deputations on Tuesday 10th February 2026 in the Town House were well received.  No vote was taken and the matter deferred until the next Aberdeen City Council Finance and Resources Committee Meeting at 10am on Wednesday 13th May in the Town House.  This committee meeting is open to the public.  The meeting noted that Kincorth Residents voted for Aberdeen City Councillors to represent their constituents and fight for their communities.  The position remains the same.  Our preferred site for the Cruyff Court is the unused bowling green adjacent to Kincorth Sports Centre in Corthan Crescent.  This location is supported by the Kincorth/Leggart Community Council, Kincorth Development Group, Kincorth Community Centre, Kincorth Football Club, Kincorth Emirates Youth and the vast majority of Kincorth Residents.  Our campaign continues.  Action: Representatives will attend the next Finance & Resources Committee Meeting on 13th May.

Deevale Community Garden
(accessed via the lane at the corner of Cairnvale Terrace and Deevale Gardens)
Growers have said that there has not been much activity in the garden over the past month due to the bad weather.  They are hoping the overwinter crops are surviving.

Gardner Residents Project
Despite the weather, we had a great turn out for our community walk around the Gardner area on 6th February.  Thank you to all those who came along.  Special thanks to Wright's sandwich shop who provided free teas and coffees.

We encourage residents to keep reporting repairs, maintenance, broken grit bins and fly tipping.  Please complain if the repairs are not carried out.

A housing officer is available at the community centre every Thursday from 10-2.

As a group, we have reported all visible repairs and maintenance from street level. Many properties do not meet the Scottish housing qualities standard.  There's a lot to go through, but we hope to have a meeting soon so that we finally see some action and improvements to the area.
