Chairperson’s Report

Police Report

Councillors Reports
· Craighill Housing: It was highlighted to Councillors that there is only 3 very small play areas which are difficult to access
· Kincorth Play Parks: Natalie Cooper (Walking Communities Development Officer) is interested in joining us for a walk around the parks and we wish Councils to be involved
· Residents have raised Snow issues and reported potholes everywhere
· It was mentioned that the new LEZ figures had been published but that there was no change in the figures reported, we asked why no improvement?  Action: Cllr Radley to investigate
· A member asked if the Faulds Wynd/Provost Watt hedge can be cut when the grass is cut.  Action: Cllr Radley to investigate on behalf of member (Joyce)
· Kirkhill School Railings – Action: Cllr Miranda will chase
· Grit bins reported but not actioned, Cllr Radley is going to walk around to identify where the bins are located and update the maps held by ACC. She will take note of the status of each bin. Action: Cllr Radley
· Both Bus Shelters outside the top of Provost Watt Drive have been vandalized.  Action: Cllr Books has reported this to the Corporate Landlord (Enquiry Ref: FS-Case-786225458)
· Sonia from the KCCH had asked the Council to uplift the items outside Room 7 at the side of the CC.  Nothing has been uplifted, can it please be investigated.  Action: Cllr Radley to investigate

KLCC Survey

Notice Board
From the KLCC Survey, improving communication was one of the priorities identified.

We decided that one of the ways to help improve communication was to purchase and erect external Notice Boards in the green space areas outside the Kincorth Shops and the Gardner Shops.  ACC Approval has now been received and funding now in place. Action: Kirsty/Hazel/Donna to action the plan

Kincorth Play Parks
We have highlighted this issue to our local Councillors: “There are 3 very small play spaces at the new houses on the Craighill site so far.  Unfortunately, they are small and aren't inclusive”.

Please find below a response received from ACC regarding the lack of accessible inclusive play spaces in Kincorth.

"Thank you for highlighting the need for accessible play equipment, which will be taken into consideration in the future when replacing equipment beyond economical repair. No additional play equipment is planned to be installed in the existing play areas in Kincorth at the present time or within the next year.  However, we continually review play provision to ensure there is fair play value across all play areas in the city.

Your concern regarding the lack of signage has been passed to the operations team, so it can be investigated and the necessary action taken to meet requirements"

KLCC believe that the play parks in Kincorth can be improved.  As a Community Council we can improve our play parks with litter picks, green maintenance, planting and highlighting access, signage and other issues.  We would like to involve local schools, hoping to improve the spaces for those that use and need them most.  Action: Committee Members

Johann Cruyff Football Court
There will be an Aberdeen City Council Finance and Resources Committee Meeting regarding Cruyff Court at 10 am on Tuesday 10th February.  This meeting is open to the public as observers and it will be held in the Town House, Broad Street.  Our Councillors have agreed to keep us informed of any outcomes reached at the meeting.  Action: Community Councillors

Deevale Community Garden
(accessed via the lane at the corner of Cairnvale Terrace and Deevale Gardens)
Growers were happy to report that the garden and the polytunnel have both survived the winter unscathed.  Growers also informed the Committee that they had donated 42lbs of vegetables to Cfine.

Gardner Residents Project
We are thankful to the ACC Environmental Team for the delivery of hundreds of bulbs such as Muscari, Daffodil and Snowdrop.  Thankfully 60 bulbs were planted before the snow arrived.  We look forward to warmer weather to plant the rest and are aiming to plant these on the green spaces close to the Gardner Shops.

With the colder weather in mind, broken and empty grit bins, can be reported online.
