Chairperson’s Report

We have been informed that all Community Councils are not happy with the current quarterly report as it is often out of date and not inclusive.

Councillors Reports
Cllr Nicoll stated that he is aware that there are quite a few voids (vacant properties) in the Kincorth Area for too long and he will be meeting with senior management in the Council to see what can be done to improve the situation.

Cllr Nicoll stressed that it is important for the community to be involved in the consultation of the traffic management proposals for the Aberdeen South Harbour Link Road and that we should be in discussion with other CC’s affected.  Action: Committee members

We asked if the Council Payment Machine in the foyer of the Community Centre could be activated as this would be more beneficial for the community rather than having to travel to Marischal College as it’s the same machine.  Action: Cllr Brooks to investigate

Members asked how do we talk to the local housing developments about their development obligations as we have issues we would like to resolve.  Action: Cllr Nicoll said he would try and get some information on this for us.

Cllr Brooks mentioned that his surgery in Kincorth is one of the most actively attended and he is happy residents come to talk to him.

A member asked for a follow-up on the road gullies that are blocked on Gardner Road, Gardner Crescent and the Gardner Shops.  Action:  Cllr Brooks to investigate

A member asked what is happening regarding the broken lamp standard on Faulds Wynd and that the area is quite dark without it.  Action: Cllr Brooks to investigate

Case Ref 78625458: two bus shelters at the top of Provost Watt Drive still have not been repaired.  Action: Cllr Brooks will chase.

Cllr Radley was unable to attend the meeting but she reported that she is currently working through the map of grit bins for the Kincorth Area to check their location is accurate, their contents and condition.  Cllr Radley reported that she is halfway through this exercise and will report back once completed.  Action: Cllr Radley

Treasurer Report
Christmas lights Invoices for 2024/2025 and 2025/2026 were submitted and paid to Scotia Animations.  Members felt that we shouldn’t have had to chase these Invoices and that the Secretary should write to Scotia asking for timely Invoices be sent in future.  Action: Secretary

Our Treasurer was unable to attend the meeting and on his behalf the Secretary was asked to discuss the following issue on his behalf:

· Would the Committee agree on opening a new bank account as currently the TSB bank cannot be updated due to some technical issues.  The Committee agreed that we should start fresh with a new bank account.  Virgin was the proposed Bank and members thought we should consider the Aberdeen Credit Union Bank.  Action: Treasurer to investigate

Planning Report
The Cities consultation on the South Harbour Road scheme has an extended deadline. Individuals within KLCC have already contributed and the South of the Dee community Councils have formed an ad hoc group that we have communication with.  KLCC will contact City Transport and ask them to organize relevant meetings in line with the consultation process. Action: KLCC members

HazelntsNBrambled Project
There are currently 30 apple trees at the Duthie Park waiting for uplift and planting.  An outline for planting is being worked on at present.  We also have recently confirmed permission to plant the 30 "forrager" trees in plugs on the Reserve out with the cleared area.  A NESTRANS funding application is in progress for a picnic table and benches.

KLCC Survey
The “Open Space Event” in the Kincorth Community Centre will be held on Saturday 16th May from 10:00 hrs – 13:00 hrs.  Event details to be discussed at the next subgroup meeting and reported back to the Committee.  Action: Subgroup

Johann Cruyff Football Court
The community strongly supports the location as the unused bowling green next to the Sports Centre in Corthan Crescent, Kincorth.

We await a site visit from Aberdeen City Council.

The matter will be discussed at the next Aberdeen City Council Finance and Resources Committee Meeting at 10am on Wednesday 13th May in the Town House, Broad Street.  This meeting is open to the public.  Action: Representatives will attend the Finance & Resources Committee Meeting on 13th May.

Deevale Community Garden
(accessed via the lane at the corner of Cairnvale Terrace and Deevale Gardens)
There is some money from Nescan remaining after all purchases, i.e. hand fork, Children's hand tools, Gabion clips, Gabion table, Cordless strimmer and Gazebo.

We received an unexpected donation from Cfine and put it towards rainwater collection and wheelchair accessible bed.  Together with the remaining Nescan funding, we may be able to achieve both this year.

All gardeners have been busy preparing their plots for planting.  There has been lots of tidying, cleaning up and repairing to be arranged.  The new gabion table arrived, still to be constructed.

Next gardeners meeting is on 19th March.

Gardner Residents Project
It's nice to see all the flowers spring up in Gardner.  Unfortunately, we haven't managed to plant bulbs by the Gardner shops but it's on the “To Do List”.

After our walk around, the council maintenance team agreed to investigate a list of issues.  We hope to see some action soon.

I met Nicky from CFINE and we were hoping the food pantry van would come to the Gardner area.  Unfortunately, they don't have the capacity to add any more stops at the moment.
